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Abstract

'The purpocses of'this'fesearch were to investigate
the levels.éf the expected implementation of Primary Education
Curriculum A.P.1978 {(Revised Edition A.D. 1990} and the
levels of the actual implementation and the.levels of opinioné
to the'actual implementation of primary schooI teachers
under the office of Pattani Provincial Primafy Education;
tn'compare the 1evel$ of the expected implementation of the
aforésaid curriculum, and the levels of the actual iﬁplemen—
tation and the ievels of épinions te the actual implementation;
to compare the leveis of the.actual implementation of the
curriculum and the levels of opinions to the actual curriculum
implementation with varying age, work experience, educational
attainment, and major field. The samples under study were |

214 Prathomsuksa I teachers in primary schools under the
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Office of Pattani Provincial Primary Education. The ihstru-.
ment for data collection was a S5-point, Likert scale
questionnaire, withrthe reliability coefficients of the
expected and actual implementation of .9932 and ,9880,
respectively. Th;ough.absolute cri£eria, data were analyzed by
using percentage, arithmgtic mean, standard deviation, t-test,
and F-test, |

The research finéings were as follows:

I. The overali levels of the expected implementation
of Primary Education Curriculum A.ﬁ. 1978-{Rev;séd Edition
'A.D,_IBBO) of Prathoﬁsuks; ;[&eachefs in.all_thrée'aSpects
of curriculum implementation (ie., 5urriculum administration,
instfuctional activities and support curricﬁluﬁ implementation)
were at a ﬁigh level.

2. The éverall levels of the actual implementation
of Priﬁarj Education Curriculum A;D. 1978 (Refised Editisn
A.D. 1990) and the overall levels of the opinions towa;ds
the actual curriculum implementation of Prathomsuksa.l
teachers in all three aspects of curriculum implemenfation
were at a high level, When consiaered separately, the levels
of the opinions towards the curriculum administration were
at a high level and that towards the support of curriculum
implementation were at a moderate level, But the levels of

the instructional activities were at a high level
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3. Upon cbmparing the levels of the expected and
actual igplementation of Primary Education Curriculum A.D.
1978 (Revised Edition A,D, 1990} of Prathomsuksa 1 teachérs
in all three aspects ﬁf curriculum implementation, it was
found that tﬁe'overall levels of the expected curriculum
implementation (ie., curriculum administration, instructional
activities and suppért of curriculum implementation) weré
significantly higher than that. of the actual curriculum
implementation at .01 leveli" |

‘4. Upon compariﬁg the levels of the actusl implemen-
tation of Primary Education Curriculum A.D. 1978 (Reviéed
EditiénIA.D. 1990) ﬁnd the lévelg of opinions towqrds tﬁé
actual curricuium implémentation ofAPrathomsuksa I teachers
in éil three aspects of curriculum impiementation with varying
age, work expérience, educationél attainment, and major
.field, it was found that:

4.1 The oﬁerall levels of the actual curriculum
implementaticon and the overall levéls of the Opinion§ towards
the actual curriculum implementation of Prathomsuksa I
teachers with varying age were significantly diffe:ent at
.05 level in all aspects. When considered separately,
Prathomsuksa I teachers with 46 years of age and ovei had
higher levels of the actual implementation of instructional

smanagement than those with 39 years of age and pelow signifi-

cantly at .0% level, However, there was no significant
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difference in the levels of thé opinicns towards the actual
implementation of curriculum administration, and support of
curriculum implementation.

4,2 There was no significant diffefence in all
three aspects of the.bverall levels of the actval curriculum
implementatioh'and the overall levgls of thé épinions towards
the actual curriculum impiementation of Prathdmsuksa I
teachers with different wofk experience,

4,3 There was no significa_n%, difference in all -
three aspects of the overall levels of the actual cur%iculum
implementation and the overall levéls of.thé_oéinions tﬁwérds
the actualICurticulﬁm implehentation.of Prathomsukéa I
' teachers with different educational attainment. ‘When
considered separately, it Qas found that Préthomsuksé I
teachers with below a bachelor's degree had higher lslvels
of the opinions towa?dsICBrriculum administration than those
with a baéhelor's degree or ove:.significéntly at .01 level.
However,-no’significant differept was found in the actuai
curriculum implementation of_ins£ructional'activifies and
the levels of the obinions towards the support of
curricualum impleﬁentation.

4.4 There was no significant difference in all
three aspects of the overall levels of the actual curriculum
implementation and the overall levels of the opinions

towards the actial curriculum implementation of Prathomsuksa I

teachers with different major field.
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In_order to improve the curriculum implementat;on,
it was suggested that there should be regularly more
workshoﬁé andkor seminars on new practical ideas for the
curriculum implementation; for all concerned teachers an
emphasis should be put on the probass—§riénted nature of
instruction and-instructional'aétivities; morecver, some’
systematic approaches to school Supervision should be
implemented by scheol administrators within_thé school

system.
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
