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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the effects of using story with role
playing and questioning on perceived self-discipline of the kindergarten students. The
samples were 50 second-year students who were studying in the second semester of the
academic year 2004 at Ban Sabaa Yoi School in Amphoe Sabaa Yoi, Songkla, under the
jurisdiction of Songkla Provincial Educational Office, Area 3. They were divided into
experimental group and controlled group. The students in experimental group were treated
by story telling with role-playing while those in control group were treated by story telling
with questioning. The research instruments consisted of 10 lesson plans for each group, and
a test for kindergarten students’ perception of self-discipline The reliability of the test was
0.798. The experiment took 2 weeks of 5 days each for 20 minutes everyday. Arithmetic
means, standard deviation, and t-test were used for data analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. The students who were treated by story telling with role playing exhibited
higher perception of self-discipline than before the experiment at the significant level of
.001.

2. The students who were treated by story telling with questioning exhibited higher
perception of self-discipline than before the experiment at the significant level of .001.

3. The students in two groups exhibited no difference in their perception of self-

discipline.
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
