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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this thesis were to study
1Y the level of people participation in community
deve%éﬁment, 2) the correlation coefficient bebween
independent and dependent variables, 3) to investigate
factors influencing people-participation in village
development and 4) problems, difficulties in partici-
pating in community development.. The independent
variables vwere sex, age, academic achievement, marriage
status, knowledge and understanding in community
development, expectation on benefits in participating
in developument activities, related family in the villase,
duration in the community, membhership in occupation
development group, membership in spiritual group,
liturgical participation, income, land ownership, and
the Frequency in meeting wibth administrative officer.
The dependent variable was people participation in

village developmeunt.
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The quantitative data were derived from inter-
views of 214 people, randomly sampled by sinple random
sampling without replacement from 1994 A.D. 471 village
populat lon who were 18 years old and above. The instru-
menl was shructured interview guestionnaire. The ques-
Lionnaires were administered and collected by the author.
Data analysis was compubted by the SPSS/PCT (Statistical
Package for the Social Sciences / Personal Cowputer Plus)
computer program using percentage, standard deviation,
Pearsoen product moment correlation coefficient, and

Stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The research fiadings were as follows:

1. People in Ban Tab Christ participated in
village development at medium level

2. The factors which significantly related to
the participation in village development were knowledge
and understanding in community development (P < .001:';
expeactation on benefits in participating in village
development activities (P ¢ .001):; duration in the
community (P ¢ .013; liturgical participation (P < .01
and land ownership (P ¢ .03

3. The factors which significantly influenced
peopte parbticipation in village development were know-
ledge and understanding in community development(X_),

expectation on benefits in participating in villase

development activities(X_ ), liturgical participation¢X, 7,



membership in occupation development group(x_ ), and age
(x_) (P < .000); all of which with multiple regression
cgoefficient (R) of .651, and with the prediction effi-
clency (R®) of .424
