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Abstract

This research was intended (1) to examine the state of the implementation
and setvices of the guidance program currently administered in the educational
opportunity extension schools in each province of the Educational Region IIL, (2)
to investigate the problems arising from the implementation and services of this
guidance program, and (3) to study the causes of these problems.

The sa,mplé_g of this study were 186 teachers responsibie for the guidance
program in the educational opportunity extension schools of the Educational
Region III. The instrument used for data collection was a questionnaire
conswtmg three parts : Part 1 was an inventory of background information of the
teachers responsible for the guidance program, Part 2 was an inventory of the
state of the implementation and five types of services of the program : collection
of students’ personal information, information service,” counseling service,
placement service, and follow-up and cvaluation service, Part 3 was a rating scale
and a checkHst of problems arising from the program and their causes.

The data from the questionnaire were analyzed for frequencies,

percentages, arithmetic means, and standard deviations.

The findings were summarized as follows :

1. As for the state of the guidance program 1mp1emcntatxon and five types
of services administered in the educational opportunity extension schools of the
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Educational Region 111, it was found that those performed in each provincs were
overall similar. Most of them were about 70 % - 80% of all task performances.

2. Overall, the level of problems in the implementation and services of
this program was high. Considering the problems of each province, those of
Chumporn and Songkhla were moderate, while those of Suratthani, Nakhon St
Thammarat, and Phattalung were in the high level.

3. The causes of the problems to implement the guidance program and
provide services in the educational opportunity extension schools in each
province were similar. In guidance services, the problems stemmed from
additional responsibilities of the guidance teachers. They needed time for
information collection and knowledge about test construction. They were unable
to be in the office all the time. The causes of the problems of guidance program
administration were that the guidance teachers had additional jobs and
responsibilities. Their teaching was also overloaded. They had not been trained
in guidance; therefore, they were not knowledgeable about the guidance system.
At the same time, the parents did not understand child development. As for the
problems of teaching guidance activitics, the causes were insufficient classrooms
as well as budgets for materials and limited learning resources in the provinces.
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
