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Abstract

The objective of the research was to study the basic competency in science and
technology of the first year students at Prince of Songkla University, Pattani Campus.

T he first year students in the second semester, academic year 2002, 122 students
majoring in science, Faculty at Education and 149 students at Faculty of Science and Technology
(271 in total) were sampled. Data on basic competency, scientific process skills and scientific
attitudes were collected. The purposive sampling techniques were used.

The results of study were as follows:

1. On basic scientific competencies, the 54.68 % students passed. Therefore it was
interpreted as required to be improved.

2. On scientific process skills, the 66.14 % students passed. Therefore it was interpreted
as being fairly good.

3. On scientific attitudes, the 77.57 % students passed. Therefore it was interpreted as

being fairly good.
