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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were threefold: (1) to
investigate the teaching efficiency level of the Islanmic
teachers at slementary education level in the southern border
provinces; (2) to compare teaching efficiency of Islamic
teachers in terms of the following variables: age, attainment
of general education, attainment of teacher educat ion,
attainment of religious education and teaehing experiences;
and (3) to study the problems.of the Islamiceinstruction in
elementary schools. The samples in this descriptive research
were 178 elementary school teachers of Islamic Studies in
five seuthern hborder provinces inecluding 45.from Pattani, 232
from.Yala, 62 from Narathiwat, 27 freﬁ Satun and 12 from
Songkhla. A.S—point, 83-iten rating scale questicnnaire was
used in collecting data coveriﬁg 8 areas of teaching
efficiencﬁ including teacher characteristics, teaching

techniques, relations of teacher-pupil and community, use of
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teaching aids, measurement and evaluation, and teaching
éutcomes: also attached were cpen-ended questions on prdblems
of the Islamic instruetion as weil.as suggestions for Lhe
solutions. Administered and collected by the investigator,
the questionnaires were completed by school administrators
as evaluators of the teaching efficiency conducted by the
Islamic teachers in their respective scheools, Data analysis
was computed by the SPSS (Statistical Parckage for Lhe Social
Sciences) computer program using percentage, arithmetic mean,
standard deviation, and F-test.

The findings were as follows:

1. The teaéhing_efficiency levels regarding the
Islamic teachers’ teachef_characteristiCS, relations of
teacher-pupil and community, and teaching ouﬁcomes was found
to be at a good level, whereas teaching ﬂechniques, use of
teaéhing aids.-and measuremeﬁt and evaluation were at a
moderate level.

2 The hypothesis testings revealed that tﬁe Islanmic
teachers with age difference showed a significant difference

in only bthree arecas of teaching efficiency, namely teaching

techniques (P = 0.0202), measurement and evaluation (P = 0.0071)

and teaching ocutcomes (P = G.0263). However, there was no

significant difference in teaching efficiency of the Islamic
teachers with difference in educational attainments and

teaching experience.
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3. Identified as problems of Islamic instruction at
elementary schools, they included the following: parts of
the Islamic teachers could not be a good mcdel for their
pupils; they spent too little time with their pupils at
school; they lacked humannrelaticns, teaching techniques and
teaching readiness. Their competence of using Thai was
unsatisfactorys they wefe unable'tb handle measurement and
evaluation as a part of teaching process. There were a lack
of teaching aids and moral on the part of the teachers.

Tn order to cope with such probiems, it was suggested by
"the school administratérs that there be an urgent nsed for
'seminars, workshops and training to be set for enhancing the
teaching efficiency level in all areas. In addition,
regular supervision and follow-ups, real supports and
assistance in teaching aids and more budget as well as job

security were very crucial.
