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ARSTRACT

This research was intended to investigate the attitudes of

government officials and Muslim leaders toward the New Hope
Development Project in terms of work experience,educational
attainment,knowledge in the project,exposure to information,
training experience, and income. A total of 361 subjects
coaprising 126 government officials under the New Hope
Development Project in the 1992 fiscal year and 233 Muslio
leaders from village mosque committee under the directorship
of the Fourth Army Region. The instrument for data collection
was a truefalse and S5-point, rating-scale questionnaire.
The questionnaire was made up of two identical versions: Thai
language version and Jawi script version. The reliability of
the questionnaire was of 0.83. of the total copies of
questionnaire administered, 342.copies or 94.73 percent of
the questionnaire were returned for data analysis. The data
were analyzed through the SPSS. computer program using
percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation,and one-way
ANOVA.

The findings were as follous:

1.The attitudes of governmenl officials and Muslim
leaders toward the New Hope Develeopment Project were

perceived at a high leovel.

2.There was no significant difference in attitudes
toward the New Hope Development Project between government
officials and Muslim leaders with difference in work
experience, levels of incore,and exposure to information.

3.The government officials and Muslim leaders with a
bachelor’s degree or higher degree had more positive
attitudes than with primary education a%t .01 level of
significance.However,there was no significant difference in
attitudes toward the New Hope Development Project between
those with secondary education or higher,those with primary
education or lower,and those with a bachelor’s degree or
higher.

4.The government officials and Muslim leaders with
high and moderate levels of knowledge of the project had
more positive attitudes toward the project than those with
lower level of knowledge a%t.0! level of significance.
However,there was no significant difference in attitudes
between those with high and moderate levels of knowledge
of the project.
| 5.The government officials and Muslim leaders with
training experience or the prodect orientation had more
pesitive attitudes toward the project than those with no

training experience (p=.032).
