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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to compare 3 aspects
of ethical behavior which were honesty, discipline, and responsibilify
of Prathomsuksa six students before teaching with attitﬁde-encouraging
method and that shown after, 2) to compare the 3 aspects of ethical
behavior of the students in the controlfed group as shown before and
after regular teaching, 3) to compare the 3 aspects of ethical behavior
of the students in the experimental group with those in the controlled
-group after teaching with different methods.

The samples of this stud& were 50 Prathomsuksa six students
from two classes in Ban Huachang Scholl, Office of Tamode District
Primary Education, under the office of Phattalung Primary Education.
The independent variables invesfigated were two methods of moral
education teaching : one was the regular method of teaching and the
other was attitude-encouraging method. The instruments used in data
collection consisted of lesson plans ofawhich 8 used attitude-
encouraging method and the other 8 used regular method of teaching;

a five level attitude rating scale of ethical behavior which comprised
indicators of attitudes to 3 aspects of ethical behavior : honesty,
discipline, and responsibility, and a behavioral evaluation of each

student, which was a three~level rating-scale. The statistical
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analyvsis of the data was performgd by means, standard deviations,
and t-test.

The results revealed that :

1. From both students' self-evaluation and teachers'
evaluation, it was seen that the 3 aspects of students' ethical
behavior : honesty, discipline, and responsibility after they had
been taught with attitude-encouraging method were higher than those
before the treatment, at the level of significant of .0t

2. Similarly, after they had been taught with regular method,
the levels of each aspects of their ethical behavior measured by
thémselves and by the teachers were also significantly higher at .05,

.05 and .01 levels respectively.

3. From students' self-evaluation, it was shown that the
3 aspects of students' ethical behavior after they had been taught
with attitude-encouraging method were not different from those when
they had been taught with regular method. However, from the teacher's
evaluation, it was seen that all aspects of the students' ethical
behavior were higher after théy had been taught with attitude-
encouraging'method than with regular method, at the .05, .05 and .01
levels. )

Suggestions

From these results, the curriculum developers, lesson
planners, and teachers of every level should use attitude-encouraging
method as well as reguiar lesson plans provided by the Ministry of
Education in teaching moral education, to promote students' ethical
behavior. For peaceful life and society, education can help develop

moral and ethical individuals.
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
