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Abstract

This research was intended to study 1) the schoal commitiee’s level of fnvolvement
in hasic education management, as specified by the Ministry of Education’s A, 2000
repulations with respect Lo the roles and duties of school committee, 2} to compare such
involvement of school cornenittee members with dilTerent educational attainment snd income,
3) to study the inleraction between different groups ol committee members, educational
altainment, income and the mvolverment in basic education management. The samples were
123 basic education school comrmittee which consisted of » group of internal representatives,
a group of external representatives, und a group of educational experts. The research
instrument was a questionnaire consisting of 2 parts. Part 1 was a checklisl on the
respondent’s hackground information and part IT was a rating-scale questionnaire on the
imvolvement in basic education management, whose reliability was .96, Percentages,
grithmetic mean, standard deviation, l-test, F-test and one-way and two-way analyses of
vartance were used in data analysis. The Oindings were as follows:

1. Qverall and in each aspect, the involvement in basic education management of
school comimittee in secondary schaols in Yala was at a medium level.

2. Overall, the school commiliee mermbers of different groups tnvolved differently in
education management, significantly at ,05, Internal representatives were found (o involve
more in education munagement than external representatives. Committee members of
different groups involved differently in management and endorsement while in prometion

and support their involvement was not Jdifferent.
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3. Overnll and in each aspect, the involvement in basic education management of
schoot committee members with different educational attainment was not siginficantly
different.

4, Overall and 1n each aspect, the involvement of school commillee members with
different income was nol sigm icantly dilferent,

3. The involvement of school commitiee members of different groups and with
different educational attainment was not significantly different.

6, The involvement of school committee members of different groups and with
different income was not significantly different,

7. The involvement ol school commuttee members with different educational

atlainment and income was not significaniiy different.
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
