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Abstract

This research was intended to investigate 1) the level of administrative
factors, 2) the administrative efficiency on school-community relations of the primary
school administrators, 3} the rclationship hetween the physical factors and administrative
factors and the administrative efficiency on school-comimunity relations of the primary
school administrators, and 4) the factors which were the best predictors ol the primary
school administrators’ administrative efficiency ou school-community relations. The
subjects were 179 teachers who take responsibilities school-community relations from
primary schools in Changwat Patiani. The instrumen( for data collection was a
guestionnaire consisting of 3 parts : part 1 was check-list about the physical factors ; part
2 was rating-scalc about the administrative factors of which the reliability was .94 ; part
3 wuas rating-scale about the adminisirative efficiency on school-community relations of
the primary school administrators of which the reliability was .97 . The statistics for
ihe analysis included percentage, arithmetic means, standard deviations, Pearson’s
cotretation coefficents, and multiple regression analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. The administrative factors included the communication, decision-making,
human relations, leadership, personality and school environment of the primary schootl
administrators in Changwat Pattani were in the high level.

2. The administrative efficiency on school-community relations of the primary

school admiistrators in Changwat Pattani was in the high level.
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3. The physical factors relaied positively very low the adminisirative
efficiency on school-community rclations of the primary school adminisirators were
working experience, number of studenis and number ol teachers, but the age of
administrators was related negatively at a very low level. The udministrative factors
relaled positively rather high at the .01 level of significance to the administrative
cfficiency on school-community relations were human relations, personality and school
environment. Moreover, it was telated positively moderate at the .01 level of
significance m communication, decision-making and leadership.

4. The school environment and human relations were the best predictors for
the administrative elficiency on school~community relations of the primary school
administrators in Changwat Patfani. They were able to predict significantly 59 % of the

efficiency at .01 level of significantly, as the regression eguation :
