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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research is to examine and collect perspectives of experts
towards administrative trends in the Islamic private schools affiliated to charter 15(1) of high
school in three southern border provinces from B.E. 2548 to B.E. 2558 based on Delphi technique.

The samples consisted of 20 panelists. The data was collected using three rounds
questionnaires technique. The collected data was analyzed using median, mode, the difference
between mode and median and interquartile range procedures.

The findings are as follows:

1. In the area of vision of the Islamic private school administration, the priority
should be given to the national language i.e. Thai whereas Arabic, Malay and English language
should be considered foreign. The emphasis should also be given to varied educational provisions
and academic-ethic excellence in accord with quality standards of the Office of National Education
Standards and Quality Assessment (ONESQA).

2. In the area of goals of the Islamic private school administration, the educational
provisions operated to enhance students’ abilities, the notion of reconciliation — to approach, to
understand, and to develop — and the instilling of the state citizenry consciousness having loyalty to
the nation should be promoted.

3. The missions of the Islamic private school administration are as follows:

1) There should be a systematic academic administration, a teaching of
morality and religious ethic across all subject contents, and the development of curriculum
responding to the needs of students, community, and Muslim’s ways of life through participative

process. 2) There should be a personnel development program to enhance their understanding on

the student-centered approach; the freedom of exercising the school discipline in line with ministry
regulations; sufficient numbers of teachers serving in schools; and effective administrators with
genuine leadership and ability in management and administration. 3) There should be strategic
budgeting plans for school development; the adequate financial support from government to be
utilized for both religious and academic program and closed assessment on it; and the assurance
that teachers receives their should-to-be salaries and other lawful rights. 4) There should be well
provided infrastructure such as clean drinking water station, hygienic toilets and canteens to
enhance the life quality of the learners. There should also be annual operation plans in line with
quality development plan.

4. In the area of the administrative structure of the Islamic private schools, the
structure of the Educational Service Area Office (ESAO) should be divided into three main bureaus
i.e. promoting bureau for academic private education, promoting bureau for Islamic private
education, and general administrative bureau. The administrative structure of Islamic private
education should be systematically amended through participative process. At central level, there
should be the Centre of Islamic Education Administration under which stand Office of
Chularatchamontri, Office of Islamic Committee, Office of Supervision, and Office of the Private
Education Commission (OPEC). On the other hand, there should be an exclusive body responsible
for private education namely Academic and Islamic Education Department which will be
supervising and catering for Mosque-based Islamic Education Centre (TADIKA), Islamic private
schools, and Pondoks institutions. At regional lever, there should be Office of Inspection with
affiliated OPEC in parallel with Coordinating Centre for Private Education Administration in Three
Southern Provinces. At educational service areas level, there should be Private Education
Promotion Commission or other bureaus, under supervision of Office of the Permanent Secretary
(OPS), responsible for Islamic private schools, Pondoks institutions, and TADIKA. There should
also be an administrative decentralization, empowerment of local governances, and non-
government based organizations responsible for academic administration, budgeting, personnel
administration, and general administrative affairs of schools. The schools should only be

responsible for learning and teaching.
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
