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Abstract

The objectives of this thesis were as follows: (1) To study the general

of schools and ities within the schools’ service arcas which
managed the School Lunch Programs in Primary Schools under Narathiwat’s Office
of Primary School Education. (2) To study the readiness of basic factors: personnel,
budget, equipment, buildings, communities support in conducting the program.

(3) To study the program’s process in the areas of farm produce preparation; the

producing, and ion of food; the washing-up; and
food preservation, as weil as students’ participation in the program. (4) To study
productive results and the impact of the program. (5) To collect comments on the
program using tepresentative samples of 185 primary schools in Narathiwat. The
samples of this research were composed of two representatives — a school director and
a teacher who was the head of the program from each of the schools which comprised
a total number of 370 peaple. A questionnaire used in collecting data was divided into
4 parts. Part one consisted of questions about the working status of people who
completed the questionnaires. Part two consisted of questions about the general
environment of the schools and communities within their service areas. Part three
consisted of rating scales of the program evaluation using Cipp Model’s four
characteristics: the readiness of basic factors, the practical process, the productive
results and the impact. Part four consisted of lists of comments on the program.
Statistical data, percentage, arithmetic means, and standard deviation were used in
data analysis.



The findings of the research were as fotlows: (1) Conceming general
environment of the schools and the communities within the schools’ service areas,
most of the schools which had average numbers of students from 121-300 provided
Tunch for their students everyday. There was a meeting once a semester among people
who were responsible for providing lunch, The schools encouraged agricultural
projects, mostly by means of planting, to support the program, but the produce was
not enough. Most of the schools used their multi-purpose buildings as canteens. The
schools were not more than 100 meters away from their communities, and were
within 1-5 kilometers away from the markets. Means of communication were
convenient. An annual income of the parents was not more than 20,000 baht. Cultural
factors of the communities within the schools’ service areas were open for the process

of the program. (2) The overall readiness of the basic factors was in the medium level.
