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Abstract

The objectives of this study were 1) to investigate the factors concerning the
curriculum implementation in secondary schools as perceived by mattayomsuksa 1 teachers
in Changwat Pattani : curriculum factors, administration factors, teacher factors, parent
factors, and school factors. 2) to study the level of curriculum implementation in secondary
schools in Changwat Pattani . 3) to investigate the relationship between each factors and
curriculum implementation in secondary schools in Changwat Pattani . 4) to search for the
factors which were the best predictors of curriculum implementation in secondary schools in
Changwat Pattani. The subjects were 175 teachers from mattayomsuksa 1 academic year
2003. A rating-scale questionnaire was used as research instrument to collect data about the
factors and curriculum implementation in secondary schools. The reliability index of the
questionnaire about the factors was ranged from .64 to .92, and that curriculum
implementation in secondary schools was .95. The analysis of data were arithmetic means,
standard deviation, Pearson’s correlation coefficients, and a multiple regression analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. Factors concerning the curriculum implementation in secondary schools as
perceived by teachers in Changwat Pattani were: (1) the curriculum factors - curriculum
clearness and the principle of school curriculum conformed to the 2001 National Basic
Education Curriculum were at the high level ; (2) the administrator factors- the curriculum
comprehension, the leadership of curriculum implementation , and the supervision of the
curriculum implementation were at the high level ; (3) the teacher factors- the positive
attitude toward the curriculum and the clear understanding of curriculum implementation

were at the high level ; (4) the parent factors- parents’ assistance to kids’ studying was at the

low level ; and (5) school factors- the management of school environment, instructional
materials, and budget were at the high level and the information management was at the
moderate level.

2. The curriculum implementation in secondary schools as perceived by teachers
in Changwat Pattani : preparation stage, instructional stage, and evaluation stage were
overall at the high levels.

3. The factors were curriculum factors, administrator factors, teacher factors
parent factors, and school factors related positively high to the curriculum implementation
at .01 level of significance

4. The school factors, teacher factors, and school factors were the best predictors
for curriculum implementation in secondary school in Changwat Pattani. They were able to
predict significantly 64 % of the efficiency at .01 level of significantly, as the regression

equation :

Curriculum Implementation = 11.953 + 0.662 School Factors

+ 0.735 Teacher Factors+ 0.657 Curriculum Factors
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
