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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the level of Islamic study
instructional supervision of administrators and teaching behavior of instructors in primary
schools as perceived by Islamic study instructors with a teaching degree and by those
without, 2) to investigate the relationship between the administrators' supervision and the
instructors' teaching behavior as perceived by both groups of Islamic study instructors, 3) to
compare the perception of these relationships of the instructors with a teaching degree and
of those without a teaching degree, and 4)to gather problems and suggestions about the
administrators' Islamic study instructional supervision and the instructors' teaching behavior.
The subjects were 190 Islamic study instructors in primary schools in Changwat Narathiwat.
The research instrument was a rating-scale questionnaire about Islamic study instructional
supervision of administrators and Islamic study teaching behavior of instructors. The
reliabilities of the questionnaire were .94 for administrators' supervision and .96 for
instructors' teaching behavior. The analysis of the data was based on percentages,
arithmetic means, standard deviations, t-test and Z-test.

The findings were as follows:

1. As perceived by the instructors both with and without a teaching degree, the
level of Islamic study instructional supervision of school administrators was high, either
overall or in each aspect. But the instructors without a teaching degree perceived that the

supervision in instructional materials and media was moderate.
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2. The level of teaching behavior of the instructors perceived by both groups of
instructors was overall high. When the aspects were investigated, most of them were at a

high level of teaching behavior.

3. Overall and in each aspect, the relationship between the administrators'
supervision and the instructors' teaching behavior perceived was significantly positive at
.01. The instructors with a teaching degree perceived the level of this relationship
differently from those without a teaching degree. The former considered it moderate while

the latter considered it rather high.

4. The instructors with a teaching degree perceived the relationship between the
administrators' supervision and the instructors' teaching behavior differently from the
instructors without a teaching degree at the .05 level of significance, both overall and in
each aspect. But they were not different when considering evaluation and staff development

aspects.

5. In supervision, most administrators had problems with instructional materials
and media insufficient media for Islamic study, lack of advice in media production from
administrators, for staff development, there was limited opportunities to be trained or to
visit other schools. The suggestions were to acquire sufficient media for Islamic study, to
provide training in media skills and techniques and in Islamic study, and to arrange study

visits to other schools for instructors.

As for teaching behavior, the problems of most instructors were that the media was
insufficient and the instructors were incompetent in media production. There was not any
special classroom to provide suitable environment for Islamic study and there were not
enough rooms for prayers or religious practices. The suggestions were mostly about
acquiring media as needed, providing training in media production, arranging a special

classroom for Islamic study and rooms for prayers or religious practices.
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
