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Abstractl

The purposes of this research were to study the level of
KURUTAYAT teachers’ Behaviors Based on Standards of teaching
profession as perceived by primary school teachers and .
adainistrators in Educational Region II. The samples under study
were 278 teachers, KURUTAYAT teachers and administrators under
the Office of Provincial Primary Education in Region II in 1892,
The instrument used for the data collection was a Likert-type,
rating-scale questionaire. In data analysis, the following
statistical procedures were eaployed through the Statistical
Package for the Social Sciences/Personal Computer Plus
(SPSS/PCT) for the values of percentage, arithmetic mean, and
standard devistion 53 an F-iest, ANOVA, Scheffe method for the
paired-variable comparsion and the Pearson’s Product Moment
Correlation Coefficient.

The results.uere as follows :

1. The level of KURUTAYAT teacher behaviors according

to the standards criteria of teaching profession in four
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aspects * knowledgeahility, good-teaching, good virtue and
conduct, and determinalion in the professional development as
perceived by primary school teachérs and administrators in
Educational Region II, there was an overall high level.

2. The comparative analysis of XURUTAYAT teacher
behaviors according to the standards eriteria of tesaching
profession as perceived by prieary school teachers, KURUTAYAT
teachers and administrators in Educational Region II, there was a
statistical significance at the .05 level in general 5 in each
aspect the value was different - knowledgeability and determination
in the professional developrent at the .05 level, good virtue and
conduct at the .01 level, aspect for geood-teaching was not different
at the .05 level.

3. As for the relationship among the paired vairables
as perceived by primary school teachers and administrators
in Edpcational Region II, every pair vas highly relsted with a
statistical significance at the .001 level 1} kpowledgeability
and good-teaching, 2) knowledgeability and good virtue and conduct,
3) knovwledgeability and determination in the professtional
developrent, 4) good-teaching and good virtue and conduct,
5) good-teaching and deteraination in the professtional
developaent, 8) good virtue and conduct and determination in

the professtional development.
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
