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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were (1) to investigate and to
compare the attitudes of the administrators and of the teachers towards
Don Bosco's educational philosophy, and (2} to compare and to study
the correlation between attitudes and the work application of the
administrators and of the teachers. The sampling subjects were 24
adeministrators and 166 teachers in the schools of Sisters the Servant
of the Immaculate Heart of Mary's Foundstion in Thailand. The instrument
for the data collectien was a questionnaire comprising two parts :
part. one dealt with general background information of the subjects 3
part two consisted of a 72-item, Likert-scale questionnaire concerning
att.itudes and work application. The data from the survey were analyzed
by basic statisties (i.e., frequencies, percentage, arithmetic mean,
and standard deviation) t-test, one-way ANOVA and the Pearson’s
Froduct-Moment. Correlation Coefficient.

The findfings were as follows : {1» The administrators’
attitudes towards Don Rosco’s educational philosophy were very positive

while the teachers'were positive. (2) There was a significant



difference {(p < .01) in attitudes between the administrators and the
teachers. (3) There was no statistical difference in attitudes among
the administrators of different age and working experiences, but there
was a significant. difference (p ¢ .05) in attitudes among the
administrators of different educational attainment. (4) There was no
statistical difference in attitudes among the teachers of different
réligion, ade, educational attalnment, and working experiences.

(5) There was a significant difference (p ¢ .01) between attitudes and
work applications in both the administrators amd the teachers.

(6) The correlation coefficient between the attitudes and work
application of the administrators and the teachers were significant

(p < .05) and (p < .01), respectively.
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
