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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigate the effects
of tvpes of lecture sheets, questions and note-taking,and also to
investigate the interaction among these three variables in this
study : three types of 1ecture. sheets that were content. summary and
content plus summaryv; iwo setis of questions that were of lead-in and
re-cap questions. and re-cap questions: two types of note-taking that
were note-taking between lecture. and note-taking after lecture. The
subjects were 180 first-and second-wvear students in the public health
certificate level of Sirindhorn Coliege of Public Health, Yala. in the

academic year 1994,The subjects were rvandomly assigned into 12
treatment groups, with 15 students in each. The instruments for the
data collection consisted of three topics of mental health lecture:
mental health, predisposing and precipitating factor to mental
abnormality. and psychosis-neurosis. Each lecture was tape-rccorded
into twoe formats. le.. one straight lecture with no pause, and the
other with a pause after the important point for the students to take
notes, Lecture shects consisted of three topics. three tyvpes in each,
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Data were analvzed using the ANOVA 3x2x2 completelv randomized
factorial fixed wmodel (types of lecture sheets x question sets X
note-taking types!.

The research results were as follows:

1. There was no significant difference in mental health
achievement amcng the subjects treated with lecture sheets containing
content, summary, and content pius summary.

2. There was no significant difference in mental health
achievement between the subjects treated with lead-in and re-cap
questions, and re-cap yuestions.

3. There was no significant difference in mental health
achievement between the subjects treated with note-taking between
lecture and note-taking after lecture.

4. There were no interactions among different types of lecture

sheets. question sets and note-taking.
