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Abstract

This research was intended to investigate the effecis of task - based activities instruction
and reinforcement methods on English achisvement of Mattayomsuksa i studenis |, as well as,
the interaction between these two variables. Two methods of instruction were task - based
activities nstruction and traditional instruction. There were two reinforcament methods | teacher
reinforcement and student reinforcement ; The Mattayomsuksa H students‘of Demonstration
School , Prince of Songkla University studying in the second semester of the academic year
2000 were purposively selected. Then , they were assigned randomly into 2 experimental groups
of 32 siudenis each. The Mattayomsuksa il students of Dechapattanayanukul School students
studying in the second semester of the academic year 2000 were purposively selected .
Then, they were assigned ramdomly into 2 contrel  groups  of 32 students each. The research
instruments Were 4 task - based éctivities lesson plans, task sheets, teacher reinforcémem sheets ,
student reinforcement sheets ,a 25 - item pretest and a 25 - iteam English achievemneant .
They were tested 40 minutes before the experiment by a 25 - itam pretest in order o examine
the difference of the intellectual in the experifnental and control groups . The analysis of variance
(ANQVA} for the pretest was employed for testing the varance of the experdmental and control
groups and found that there was no significant from those groups. The experimeant was performed
8 times, 50 minutes for each experiment. After the experiment, they were {ested 40 minutes by
, 'an Engtlish achievement test. The analysis of variance of complete randomized factorial
experiment dasign (Fixed Model) (2x2) (instruction and reinforcemant methods) was smployed
for data analysis.
The ﬂndm»gs mdicated that :

1. The étudents who were taught by fask - based activities instruction achieved

gnificantly higher than those taught by the traditional instruction, at .01 level.
' 2. The achisvement of the studenis in the teacher reinforcement meihod groups
s not different from that of the students in the student reinforcement method groups.
3. There was no interactiaﬁ between the instruction methods and the reinforcement
hods.
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
