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501 Faster Effective Reading

A high reading rate, with no loss of comprehension, will help you in other subjects
as well as English, and the general principles apply to any language. Naturally, you will
not read every book at the same speed. You would expect to read a newspaper, for
example, much more rapidly than a physics or economics textbook. But you can raise
your average reading speed over the whole range of materials you wish to cover so that
the percentage gain will be the same whatever kind of reading you are concerned with.

The reading passages which are all of the average level of the difficulty are
approximately 500 words long. They are about topics of general interest which do not
require a great deal of specialized knowledge. Thus they fall between the kind of reading
you might find in your textbooks and the much less demanding kind you will find in a
newspaper or light novel. If you read this kind of English, with understanding, at 400
words per minute, you might skim through a newspaper at perhaps 650-700 words, while
with a difficult textbook you might drop to 200 or 2 50.

Tests in Minnesota,USA. For example, have shown that students without special
training can read English of average difficulty, for example Tolstoys War and Peace in
translation, at speeds of between 240-250 w.p.m. with about 70 Comprehension,
Minnesota claims that after 12 half-hour lessons, on a week, the reading speed can be
increased ,with no loss of comprehension, to around 500 w.p.m. It is further claimed that
with intensive training over seventeenth weeks, speeds of over 100 w.p.m. can be
reached, but this would be quite week, though of course any further improvement of
speed-with-comprehension will be a good thing.

When you practice reading, do not try to take in each word separately, one after the
other. It is a good idea to skim through the passage very quickly first (say 500 words in a
minute or so) to get the general idea of each paragraph. Titles, paragraph heading and
emphasized words (underlined or in italics) can be a great help in getting this skeleton
outline of the passage. It is surprising how many people do not read titles, instructions or
paragraph headings. Can you, without looking back remember the title of this passage and
the heading of this paragraph.

Australia was once joined to Antarctica as the most eastern part of
Gondwana, one of the prehistoric continents. It broke up into modern continents
some 130 million years ago. Australia started on its own way about 65 million
year ago. Moving to the north and often covered by seas, the island continent was
eroded almost flat and full of strange animals.

For a long time, Australians have felt embarrassed about their ancestors who
had been convinced originally. The first vessels with criminals left England in
1784.

The national anthem Advance Australia Fair is a revised version of a late
19" century patriotic song. When it was declared the national anthem in April
1984 it replaced God Save the Queen, which was then designated the Royal
anthem. In the same year Australia officially adopted green and gold as its national
colours.
