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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to investigate the effects
of presentation methods and anxiety on concept learning and the inter-
action bet;een presentation methods and anxiety. There were two pre-
sentation methods : giving the concept definition, giving the concept
difinition with its positive.and negative instances. There were two
anxiety levels : high anxiety and low anxiety. The subjects were 128
Mathayomsuksa 2 students of the academic year 1987 from secondar& schools
in urban Pattani province. The concept to be learned in this experiment
was synonymous compound concept. The materials were anxiety test, cards
of éynonymous compound concept, the lessons of synonymous compound con-
cept and an achievemeﬁf test. The subjects were instructed to read
syncnymous compound concept lessons then worked on a concept achieve-
ment test. The dependent variable was concept achievement score. The
ANQVA 2x2 completely randomized factorial design (anxiety x presentation
methods) was applied to analyze the data.

The research results were as follows :

1. The subjects who learned the concept with its definition
did the same as those who learned the concept with its definitien and

its pesitive and negative instances.



2. The high anxiety subjects learned the same as the low
anxiety subjects.
3. There was no interacticn between presentation methods

and anxiety.
