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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were tc investigate eifects of
using different lesson-types on academic performance of a life
experience subject of Pratomsuksa IV students with different levels of
achievement. The research also intended to study the interaction
among two variables : differcnt types of lessons and different levels
of achievement., The different types of lessons were varied into
three levels : lessons with black and white cartoons, lessons with
mix coloured and black and white cartoons, and lessons with coloured
cartoons., The achievement varied into three different levels
high, medivm and low. The subjects were 270 Pratomsuksa IV students of
the academic vear 1990 from 10 schools in Songkhla Province. The
subjects were randomly assigned into nine groups with 30 students
in each. The instruments were three different types of lessons,
and a life experience performance test. Each type of lessons had
two diff{erent stories, and the subjects read one story for 15 minutes

and answered the guesticns, The two-way ANOVA 3x3 design (different

types of lesscons x different levels of achievemeni) was applied to

the data analvysis.

The results were as follows

1. The students reading lessons with celoured cartoons scored
higher on the life experience performance test than those reading
lessons with black and white cartoons.

2. The students reading lesscns with coloured cartoons and
lessons with mix coloured and black and white carteons did not score
differently cn the life experience performance test.

3. The students reading lessons with mix e¢oloured and black
and white cartoons and lessons with black and white carteoons did not
score differently on the life experience performance test.

4. The students with high level of achievement scored higher
on the life exwperience performance test than those with medium and
low levels of achievement.

5. The students with medium level of achievement scored
higher on the life experience performance test than those with jow
level of achievement.

6. There was no interaction between the different types of

lessons and different levels of achievement.
