Abstract

The purpases ol thus study were to investigate effects of Problem Solving and Modeling
Methods on Reducing Risky Behavior towards Drug Addiction of Mattayomsuksa Three Sludents
with Different Cognitive styles, as well as, the interaction hetween teaching methods and
cognitive styles. Two teaching methods were employed: Problem solving and Modeling methods.
Levels of cognitive style were divided into two types: [ield dependehce and field independence.
The subjects for this smdy comprised 140 Mattayomsuksa Three students at Dechapattanavanulkul
School, Pattani Province, in the fiist semester of the academic year 2003, These subjccts were
randomly assigned into four equally groops of 35 students each. The instruments for the research
were gomposed of 1) The Group Embedded figures Test (GEFT). 2) Lesson plans for Problem
Solving method. 3) Lesson plan for Modeling method and 4} a 60-items behavior towards drug
addiction test. The experiments were conducted in eighl weeks and gach group was taught four
hours a week. Then, the subjecls were tested before and after the experiment with the test of
behavior towards drug addiction . The completely randomized factorial fixed mode! ANOVA
2 x 2 {Teaching Methods x Cognitive Styles)

The research results were as follows:

1. There was significant difference in reducing risky behavior towards drug addiction
between the students taught by problem solving and modeling method at the .03 level of
significant.

2. There was no significant difference in reducing risky behavior towards drug addiction
between the students with field dependence and field independence cognitive styles.

3. There was no intersction between teaching methods and cognitive styles.
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
