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Abstract

The purposcs of this research were to study the relationship between the
adjustment and the academic achievement of the first-year students, Thaksin University,
and to compare the adjustmenl of the students from different [aculties. The variants were
fuculties, adjustment, and academic achieverent.

The subjects of this research were 776 first-year undergraduate students of the
regular program from 7 faculties at Thaksin University in the academic year 2003, They were
selected through Stratified Random Sampling. The research instrument was a two-parl
guestionnaire consisting ot a survey list for personal data of the interview respondents and a
rating scale about the students’ adjustment to their institute. Sofi-ware programs for statistics,
percentage, arithmctic meansg, standard deviation, F-test, One-way ANOVA, Pcarson
Correlation, and t-test were used for data analysis.

The finding were as follows :

1. The overall adjustment of the first-year students at Thaksin University was at
g moderate level. Their academie, social, personal-emotional adjustments were at a moderate
lgwel while their institutional-attachment adjustment was at a good level.

2. ‘'Yhe overall adjustment of the first-year students at ‘Thaksin University had
a positive relationship with their academic achievement at the significant level of .01, which
was low. Their academic adjustment had a positive reladonship with their academic
achievement at the sipnificant level of .01, which was rather low. Their personal-emotional,
and institutional-attachment adjustments had a positive relationship with their academic
achievement at the significant leve! of .01, which was low. Their social udjustment had na

relationship with their academic achievement.
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3. The first-year students ai the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences,
Thaksin University had & higher overall adjustment than those at the Faculty of Sciences at the

significant level of .Q5.
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
