Thecis Title Effects of Introductories and Cues on Reading
Comprehension

The purpcoses of this research wers to investigate the
effects of introductories and cues on reading comprehension. The
rescarch also intended to study the interaction between two
variables @ introductories and cues. Introductories were varied
into three levels : summary, behavioral objectives and story map.
Cues were varied into two levels : framed type and underlined
type. The subjects werc 192 Pralhomsuksa V students from eight
schools under the office of Nakhon i Thammarat Provincial Primary
Education. The subjecls were randomly assigned into six treatment
groups ; 32 students in each. The instruments were three stories
and three comprehension tests. Each treatment group received only
one treatment which was randomly assigred. The subjects read the
stories and answered the comprehension tests for three times ; 40
minutes «ach. The amalysis of variance for completely randomized
factorial design CRF-32 (introductories X cues) fixed model was
applied to analyze the data.

The results of the research were as follows :

1. There was no difference in reading comprehension scores
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among the students treated with sumary introductory, behuvioral
ohjeclive introductory and story map introductory.

2. There was no difference in reading comprehension scores
betiween the students treated with franed cue and underlined cue.

3. There was an interaction between introductories and cues.
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
