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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the study were to investigate the effects
of study strategies and review on memorization of prose in
students with different sexes and the interaction among three
variables : study strategies, review and different sexes. The
subjects were 384 Pratomsuksa 6 students in the academic year
1988 under the Provincial Primary Education Office in Pattani.

The students were equally divided into t;o groups of different
sexes. Subjects then were randomly zassigned to twelve experiments
conzisted of three categories of study strategies ; repetition,
underlining and note-taking; and two categories cf reviews: massed
and spaced. Each subject went through only one treatment. The
stimulus materials were six booklets of prose passages. The
researcher developed a multiple choice test Lo detect the
retention cf prose passage. There were fifteen items on the

tests. ZSubjcets were given a score for each correct answer on



each item. The ANQVA 2 » 3 x 2 completely randomized factorial
design (sexes x study strategies x reviews) was applied to test
the hypctheses.

The results were as follows :=-

1. Subjects using repetition scored higher on the
retiontion test than subjects using underlining and note=taking.
Scores for underlining group and note-taking group were not found
to be significantly different.

2. Subjects using massed review scored higher than those
using spaced review.

3. Scores on the retention test of both male and female
students were not found tc be significantly different.

4. There was no interaction between sexes and study
strategies; the effect of different sexes was not dependent on the
levei of study strategies.

. There was no interaction between sexes and review :
the effect of diffent sexes was not dependent on review : massed
and spaced.

6. There was no interaction between study strategies
and review : the effect on levels of study strategies was not
dependent on review : massed and spaced.

7. There were no interaction among different sexes,

study strategies and review,
