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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the effects of project method on seif-esteem
and achizvement in environment studies of Prathomsuksa Six students. The subjects of this
research were 60 Prathomsuksa Six students who were studyimg in the first semester of the
academic vear 2004 at Muang Patiani School, Amphoe Muang, Changwat Pattani. The resecarch
instruments included 1) lesson plans according to the project method and traditional lesson plans,
2) an achievement tesl on environment studies with .73 reliability, and 3) a self-esteem inventory
with .75 reliabilily. The research design was the Noncquivalent Coniral Group Pretest-Posttest
Design. T-tes-t and analysis of covarlance were used to analyze the data. The prelest of self-
esteem and academic achievement was used as covariates.

The findings werc as follows:

1. The project method had a significant ellect on the students’ self-esteem at .001 level.

2. The project method had a signiﬁca-nt effect on the students’ achievement in
environment studies at 001 level.

3. The project method and the traditional instruction had significantly different effects on
the students” self-esleemn at .01 level.

4. The project method and the raditionaf instruction did not have different effects on the
students’ achievement in §nv'1ronment studies.

The findings of this rescarch can serve as a guideline 1n adapting instructional methods to
be appropriate for students in Prathomsuksa Six level. Obviously, the students’ participation and
their awareness throuch self-evalualion may enhance the students’ self esicem which will lead (o

further success in their studies.
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
