The samples under the study were 60 Matthayomsuksa three students
with low English reading comprehension at Sa-ardphadermwittaya Secondary
Schooi, Amphoe Muang, Changwat Chumphon in the ‘second semester of the
academic year 1998. The sambles were réndomly assigned Into two experimentat
groups : the experimental group 1 and the experimental group 2 and 30
students In each. The Instruments for this study consisted of 20 reading
passages; 20 lesson plans for reciprocal teaching method; 20 lesson plans for
regular teaching method; a 30-item of multipla-chbice pretest of Engllshi reédlng
comprehension with the difficutty of .25- .77, itsldlscrlmlnaﬂon power of .25- 63,
and 85 reliability. The postiest was a 30-tem, multiple-cholce test of English
reading co:ﬁprehenslon with its difficuity of .29-.67, Its discrimination power of
.25 - .58, and .87 reliablity. The experiment was the Before - After Research

Design, caied out in 5 weeks, four 50-minutes sessions per week. Immediately
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after the compietion of the experiment, a posttiest of English reading
comprehension was administrated. The data were analyzed using arithmetic
mean, standard deviation, and t-lest

The findings were as follows :

1. Matthayomsuksa three students with low English reading
coinprehens!on in Changwat Chumphon treated wl_th- reclprocal and regular
teaching methods significantly gained higher English reading compiehension
scores In the posttest than in the pretest at .01 level.

2. Matthayomsuksa three students with - low English reading
. comprehension teated with reclprocal teaching method algnlficantlﬁ gaihéd

- higher English reading comprehension scores in the positest than those treated

with regular teaching method at .01 level,
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
