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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to investigate
the effect of reading strategies on memorization of
historical information of mattayomsuksa I students, as
well as interaction among reading strategies and sexes.

The reading strategiesrwere of 3 types : repetition and
nete-taking, the story co-relative words and SQ 3 R method.
The subjects were 216 mattayomsuksa I students of the academic
year 1992 in 3 schools of Songkhla province under the
Department of General Education. The students were equally
divided into 2 groups of different sexes. The subjects
were randomly assigned into 6 experimental groups, 36
students in each group. The instruments were as follows :-
(11 handbook for studeats and 2 reading exercise books.
(2) 3 historical texts and {(3) 3 tests of memorization of
historical information. In each experimental group, the
subjects had to do 3 sessions of 50 minutes each and 3

sessions of 65 minutes each for reading and tests. Then,
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the scores were analyzed by the two-way ANOVA 3x2 (reading

strategies x sexes).
The results were as follows :-
1) The subjects using repetition and note-taking

scored higher than the suhjects using SQ 3 R method and

the story co-relative words. The mean scores for 5Q 3 R
method and the story co-relative words group were not found
to be significantly different.

2) Girls using repetition and note-taking, the
story co-relative words and SQ 3 R method scored higher
than boys using repetition and note-taking, the story
co-relative words and SQ 3 R method.

3) There was no interaction between reading
strategies and sexes ; the effect of different sexes was
not dependent on the levels of reading strategies :-
repetition and note-taking, the story co-relative words

and 5Q 3 R methed.
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
