Ahstract

The research was intended to investigale the effects of Cooperative leamning by
STAD with self - regulation on academic achievement of social studies of Matthayomsuksa
one students with different academic achievement as well as the inleraction between these
two variablcs. Two methods of teaching were Cooperative learning by STAD with self -
regulation and Cooperative lcarning by STAD. The levels of academic achievement were
of two types : high achievers and low achicvers

The subjects were 120 Maithuyomsuksa one students studying in the first semester
of the academic year 2004 at Mahajiravudh school, Muang district, Songkhla Province,
under the Songkhla office of Education region 1. They were assigned into four
experimental groups of 30 students each. The research instruments were 6 Cooperative
learning by STAD with self - regulation lesson plans, 6 Coopcrative learning hy STAD
lesson plans, the achievement test on social studies of Prathomsuksa six level and the
achicvement test on social studies of Matthayomsuksa one level in the first semester of
the academic year 2004. Each group had been treated for two weeks. The achicvement test
was given after the cxperimental treatment by using the achievement test on social sludies
of Matthayomsuksa one level mn the first semester of the academic year 2004. The scores
obtained were analyzed with Completcly Randomized Factorial Design in 2x2 Model

(teaching methods x levels of academic achievement)
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The research findings were as follows :

1, The students who were treated with Cooperative learning by STAD with
self - regulation and those who were treated with Cooperative learning by STAD did not
have significance different on academic achicvement of social studies.

2. The students with high level of academic achievement had higher academic
achievernent of social studies than those with low level of academic achievement at .01

level of significance.

3. There was no interaction effects between teaching methods and levels of

acadernic achievemnent.
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
