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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to explore interaction effects between teaching methods
and achievement motivation as well as to investigate effects of the learning contracts method and
of the regular method on achievement in Life Experience Area of students with different
achievement motivation.

The samples were 120 Prathomsuksa Five students at Phatthalung Kindergarten
School, Muang District, Phatthalung Province, in the first semester of the 2002 academic year.
They were assigned into two groups: a high and low achievement motivation group. Each had
sixty students. Then, each group was randomly assigned into two experimental groups with
30 students each. The total experimental groups were four. The study tools included a set of the
achievement motivation scale, six lesson plans of the learning contracts method, six lesson plans
of the regular method, and a 30 - item achievement test. Each small group was experimented for
six weeks. The scores from the achievement test were analyzed through the variance analysis of
GRB - 2 and Fixed - Modet

The study yielded the following results :

1. There was no interaction effect between teaching methods and achievement
motivation on academic achievement.

2. The students experimented with the learning contracts method in learning Life
Experience Area showed a higher level of the academic achievement than those with the regular
metﬁod at the significant level of .001

3. The students with the high level of achievement motivatiqn showed a higher level
of the academic achievement than those with a low level of achievement motivation at the
significant level of .001
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
