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The purpose of this research was to study the effects of reciprocal teaching with contingency
coniract on social studies achievement and achievement motivation of Mattayomsuksa two students.
The samples were 60 Matthayomsuksa two students enrolled in the second semester of the academic year
2005 at Kanarach Bumrong School in the Muang District of Yala Province. The experimental
instrumenis consisted of 1) lesson plans to train basic skills in reciprocal teaching, 2) lesson plans for
reciprocal teaching with contingency contract, 3) lesson plans for reciprocal teaching with exercises,
4 ) achievement test in social studies with .77 reliability, and 5) achievemnent motivation test with .83
relinbility. Before-After Research Design, Completely Randomized Design : CR — 2, and t-test were used
for data analysis.

The fndings were as follows:

1. The students instructed through reciprocal teaching with contingency contract
demonstrated higher achievement in social studies and achievement motivation than before
the experiment at the significant level of .001.

2. The students instructed through reciprocal teaching with exercises demonstrated
higher achievement in social studies and achievement motivation than before the experiment at
the significant level of .001.

3.  The srudents instructed through reciprocal teaching with contingency contract
demonstrated higher achievement in social studies than those instructed through reciprocal teaching with

exercises at the significant level of .05 while showing no difference in their achievemnent motivation.
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
