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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigate
the effects of reading strategies based on Cognitive Psychology
and times allocation on reading comprehension of Thai-Muslim
students and the interaction between the two involved variables.
The reading strategies varied into four levels: rebearsal
strategy, elaboration strategy, organization strategy and general
strategy. Times allocation were varied into two levels: morning
and afternoon sessions. The subjects under study were 256
Prathomsuksa VI students of the 1893 academic year under the
Office of Pattani Provincial Primary Education. Subjects were
randomly assigned to 8 experimental groups, 32 students in each.
The intruments were composed of 4 sets: (1) reading comprehension
handbook. (2) reading comprehension handbook and exercises with
three reading strategies of rehearsal, elaboration, organization.
(3) content. text reading with four reading strategies
of rehearsal, elaboration, organization and general ore, and (4)
reading comprehension test. Eaéh of the experimental groups was
treated under the given conditions for two consecutive days, 60
ninutes on each. On the third day of the experiment, in a 30~
minute session, subjects of each group were asked to read ore

reading text with the same condition of reading strategy
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previouly treated and then were asked to do reading comprehension
tests. On the fourth day following the same procedure as on the
third day, subjects were asked to read a different reading text
and to do the reading comprehension tests. Scores obtained from
the testé were analyzed using the ANCOVA 4x2 Completly Randomized
Factorail Design (reading strategies X times allocation). The
Tukey's HSD test was also used for comparison.

The results were as follows:

1. There was no interaction between reading strategies
and times alocation '

2. There was a significant difference in reading
comprehension smong the subjects treated with rehearsal,
elaboration, and organization strategies at .001 level. The
results of the Tukey's H3D test indicated that the subjects
treated with rehearsal, elaboration and organization strategies
scored higher on reading comprehension than those treated with
gereral strategy at .05 level of significance. However, there
was no significant difference in reading comprehension among
the subjects treated with rehearsal, elaboration and organization
strategies. '

3. There was significant difference in reading
comprehension between the subjects treated with varying times
allocation at .05 level. That is, the subjects treated in the
afternoon sessions scored higher on reading comprehension than
those treated in the morning.
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
