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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the interaction between teaghing methods and
types of lessons as well as to comparc the effects of different teaching methods and types
of lessons on the Thai language achicvement of students with heating impainment. Two teaching
methods were uéed: the Cooperative Learning CIRC Program and the conventional
teaching method. Two types of lessons were used: those with and without illustrations. |
The rescarch samples were 48 studenis with hearing impairment chosen through random sampling
from those in Pratomsuksa 5 wﬁo were studylng in the second semester of ﬁ1e academic year
2002 in Sotetisuksa School, Nakhon 8i Thammarat. The samples were divided at ramdom into 4
" experimental groups of 12 students each. The research instruments consisted of 12 lesson
plans of Cooperative Learning CIRC Program and 12 Jesson plans of conventional teaching
method, 3 Jessons with illustrations and three without, 20 items of leaming achievement test
on Thai language for students with hearing impairment. Each group was taught .for 30 minutes
per period, altogether 12 periods in three consecutive weeks. Then, every group was tested
with the learning achievement test on Thai Language for hearing impaired students
in Pratomsuksa 5. A 2 x2 factorial design (teaching methods *iessons) was used to analyze
the variance of the test scores.

The findings were as follows:

1. There was no interaction between teaching methods and types of lessons |

2. The students with hearing impairment studenis who were tanght with Cooperative
Learning by using CIRC program teaching method had higher learning achievement than thosc

taught by conventional method at the significant level of .01,
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3. The students with hearing impairment who were taught with different types of
lessons, ie. the lessons with and without illustrations, showed no difference in of learning

achievement on Thai language.
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
