Abstraci_:

‘'The purposes of this research were to investigate the interaction
between achievement motivation and Enghsh reading texts and effects of
English reading texts on reading comprehension of nursing students. This
study was also intended to compare ‘reading comprehension between
students in the experimental groups and: the control group. The English
reading texts were categorized into two levels : a graphic.organizer preceding
reading and the post - question. The achievement motivation was divided
into two different levels : high and low. The subjects were 160 nursing
students of the Program of Diploma in Nursing Science in the first semester
of the academic year 1997 from 2 southern nursing colleges Praboromarajchanok
Institute under the Office of Permanent Secretary Ministry of Public Health.

The students were randomly assigned into four exp‘erﬂﬁental groups and one
control group , with 32 students in each. The instruments for the research
consisted of one achievement motivation test, instructions and 2 English
reading texts, 2 English reading texts and two reading comprehension tests
which administered immediately after the completion of each reading session.
The experiments were conducted in only one day. First period , it ‘was the
training session for forty minutes. Then , the investigator gave the subjects
five minutes fpr relaxation and administered two more fifty - Iﬁinute - gessions
of reading experiments. After the completion of each session, subjects took
a reading comprehension test' immediately. The ANOVA 2X2 completely

randomized factorial fixed model (achievement motivation x English reading
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texts ) and t-test were use: to analyse the gdata

The research results were as follov\fs:

1. There was no iiateraction between achieverﬁent motivatiori and
English reading . texts. | |

2. &‘he students using a graphic: organizer preceding reading
scored higher on the readiﬁg comprehension tests than those using the
post - questions. |

3. The students with high achievexﬁent motivation .scored higher
on the reading comprehension tests than those with low achievement
motivation.

4. The students with high and low achievement motivation using
a graphic organizer preceding reading and the post - questions: scored higher
on the reading comprehension tests than those students with high and low
achievement motivation in the control group who had not define the

achievermnent motivation and reading texts.
