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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to investigate the
effects of question position and illustration on memorization of
prose by students of different sexes and tﬁe interactions among
three variables. The subjects were 256 Pratom IV students in the
academic year 1987 from elementary schools under control of the
municipality in Pattani, Yala and Sungai-Kelok. The subijects were
128 females and 128 males. The subjects were randomly assigned into
4 treatements with 64 students, 32 females and 32 males in each.
Each student received only aone treatment. The instruments were 4
sets of prése booklet with 2 passages in each, corresponding to
4 different trgatments'and 2 memorization tests. The subjects were
given the prose booklets followed by tﬁe memorization tests... Scores
were given for correct answers, one point per ifem. The ANOVA
