The purposes of this research were to
investigate the relationship hetween traits of
students, students” attitudes toward teacher’s
instructional behavior and academic achievement.
The subjects were 382 Pratomsuksa VI
students in primarylschools in Changwat Pattani
during the academic year 1992. The research
instruments were three sets of teat. First, traits
of students were of six sets : attitudes towvard
study, anxiety, responsibility, seli-confidence,
self-discipline and achievement motive. Second,
students’ attitudes toward teacher’s instructional
Lehavior were of three sets, stduents’ attitudes
toward speaking, students’® attitudes btoward teaching
and students’ attitudes toward using teaching
equipment.. Third, the tests were to measure

students’™ academic achievement of life experiences.
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mathemaltic and thai. A multiple correlation method
(through EPSS computer program} was used to analysis
the data.

The results of the study wvere as follous:

1. There was a statistically
significance in the multiple correlation between
traitts of students and academic achievement.

2. There was a statistically
significance in the multiple correlation betueen
students’ attitudes tcoward teacher’s instructional
behavior and academic achievement.
