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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigete the effects
of different materials and informaotive feedbacks on learning achievement
of life experience. The research was also intended to study the
interaction between two variables : different meterials and informative
eedbacks. The different meterials were divided into three levels .

a comic booklet with studente! manipulation, a comic booklet with cues
in narration, and & regular booklet. The infermative feedbacks were
divided into three levels : informative feedback with recorded comment.,
informative feedback with self recording comment, and informative
feedback only. The subjects were 288 Pratom Suksa Three students of
1989 zcademic year in seven primary schools of Pattani Province. The
subjects were randomly assigned into nine groups,ﬁzstudents in each.
The instruments comprised different materials and a life experience
achlievement test. On the first day of the experiment, students were
presented the first set of the material to work on for 20 minutes,
then immediately followed by Exepcisé I to work on for 15 minutes.

On the second day of the experiment, the second set of the material

was preceded by informative feedback according to the condition of

each group and immediately followed by Exercise 11 which took 20 and

1% minutes as before. 0On the last day of the experiment impediately
after £he informative feedback, all students took within 20 minutes

a 20-item test on life experience achievement. Scores obtained from
the test were.ccmputed for data enalysis, through the ANOVA 3 x 3
completly randomized factorial experiment design {(different materials X
informative feedbacks).

The results were as follows

1. The students reading comic booklets with students!
manipulation and comic booklets with cues in narration statlstically
scored higher a2t a .07 level and at a .05 level respectively on life
experience achievement test than thcse reading regular booklets.

2. There was no difference (p > .05) in life experience
achievement between the students reading comic booklets with students!
manipulation and those reading comic booklets with cues in narraticon.

3. The students given informative feedback with recorded
comment and informative feedback with self-recording comment
statistically scored higher at a .0% level and at a .05 level
respectively on life experience achievement test than those given
informztive feedback only.

4. There was no difference (p > .05) in 1life experience
achievement between the students given informapive feedback with recorded
comment and those glven informative feedback with self-recording comment.

5. There was no interacticn (p > .05) between the dilfferent

materials and informetive feedbacks.
