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ABSTRACT

This research was conducted to examine interaction effects between
instructional activities with peer tutoring and achievement motivation as well as effects of
instructional activities with peer tutoring on Social Studies achievement of Mattayomsuksa
Two students with different achievement motivation.

The samples were 120 Mattayomsuksa Two students of Haadyairatprachasalk
School, Amphoe Haadyai, Changwat Songkhla. Four experimental groups of 30 students each
were divided into two groups of high achievement motivation and the other two with low
achievement motivation. The research instruments included 1) achievement motivation
measuring test 2) 10 learning plans for instructional activities peer tutoring with
self - regulation 3) 10 plans for instructional activities with peer tutoring with exercises and
4) 30-item test on Social Studies achievement. After experimented for 6 weeks, the students of
each group did the achievement test, the scores of which were completely randomized
factiorial design fixed model 2 x 2 (instructional activities with peer tutoring x achievement
motivation).

The research findings were as follows.

1. Interaction effects in instructional activities with peer tutoring and
achievement motivation was discovered at a significant level of .001.

2. Treated with different instructional activities with peer tutoring :

self-regulation and exercises on social studies at a significant level of.001.
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3. Students with high and low achievement motivation experimented
with different instructional activities with peer tutoring showed distinction in study

achievement at a significant level of .001.
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
