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Methods and Informative Feedback Types on Academic
Achievement of Life Experience Subject

Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigate the
effects qf cooperative and small group learning methods and infor-
mative feedback types on academic achievement of life experience
subject and interaction effects between both variables. Learning
methods were of two types : cooperative learning and small group
learning. Informative feedbacks were divided into three types:
verbal feedbacks without identifying errors, verbal feedbacks with
the answer kevs, and written feedbacks with the error correction.
The samples were 210 Prathomsuksa V students in the first semester
af academic year 1994, from 6 medium-size, primary schools under
the Office of Provincial Primary Education in Changwat Trang. The
students were randomly assigned into six experimental groups, 33
students in each. The instruments for the research consisted of
five lesson plans of life experience area on laws, duties, and
responsibilities of a citizen for cooperative learning method

group; five lesson plans of tife experience area on law, duties,
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and responsibilities of a citizen, for small group learning method
group and a 30-item, academic achievement test of life experience.
Two weeks prior to the experiment, a pretest of academic achieve-
ment of life experience was administered. In the experiments, each
experimental group was treated in five 60-minute sessions on five
consecutive days. After the completion of the experiments, on the
next day an academic achievemeni test of life experience on laws,
duties and responsibilities of a citizen was administered in a 30-
minute sessions, The scores obtained were analyzed using the

ANCOVA 2x3 fixed model (learning method x informative feedback).

The findings were as follows:

. The students in the groups treated with cooperative
learning methods showed a higher level of academic achievement of
methods at .001 level of significant difference.

2. The students treated with written feedbacks plus the
error correction showed a higher level of academic achievement of
life experience than those treated with verbal feedbacks plus the
answer keys at .05 level of significant difference. However, there
was no significant difference in academic achievement of life
cxperience subject between the students treated with verbal
feedbacks without error identification and those¢ treated with
verbal feedback plus the answer keys.

3. There was no interaction effect hetween learning

methods and informative [cedbacks.
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
