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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study the effect of teaching Thai essay writing
through mind maps and different feedbacks on Mathayomsuksa 2 students’ essay writing ability.

The samples were 120 Mathayomsuksa 2 students in the second semester of the academic
year 2005 at Benjamarachutid School in Muang Distict of Pattani Province. They were chosen
through simple random sampling by drawing lots.

The research instruments consisted of 1) 8 lesson plans for mind map essay writing; 2) 8
lesson plans for traditional essay writing; 3) grading criteria; and 4) a test for measuring the
students’ essay writing ability.

The research design for this study was the Posttese-only Experiment in Factorial Design.
The Completely Randomized Factorial Design in 2 x 2 Fixed Model (essay writing teaching x
feedbacks) was used for data analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. There were interactive effects between essay writing teaching and feedbacks at the
significant level of .05. That is, the teaching and the feedbacks had joint effect on the students’
essay writing ability.

2. Concerning teaching methods, the essay writing ability of the students learning

through
mind maps and traditional teaching differed at the significant level of .001.

3. Concerning feedback methods, the essay writing ability of the students whose works

received assessment alone and those whose works received both assessment and comments

differed at the significant level of .001.
