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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to investigate the
interaction effects of advance organizers and question
positions on achievement in learning of life experience arca
among students with different reading abilities as well as
effects betwsen three variables: reading abilities, advance
organizers and question positions. The reading ability
levels were of high and low. The advance organizers were
divided into three categories: sentence oultline, paragraph
abstract, and non-advance organizer., The quc:stioni positions
were of two levels: the interspersed questions and the post
questions.  The subjects were 360 Prathomsuksa V students of
the academic year 1993 from 8 primary schools in Changwat
Ubon Ratchathani.  Of the 380 students, 180 were of }igh
reading abilities and 180 of low reading ahilities. Of each
reading ability group, the students were randomly assigned to

6 treatment groups, 30 in each. The instruments lor the
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research were compozed of” (1) a reading comprehension test,
(11) Uee pussuyes on lesrning of.‘ life experience, under the
title unit of "Man and His Environments", with each passage
treated under 6 experimental conditions, and (iiil) three sets
of achievement test on learning of life experience. In the
experiment.,, each group of the subjects were asked to read
three sets of passage stories and was treated under only ore
experimental condition. After the completion of reading each
paszage loxt, all subjects were wsked to take three achievement
tests on learning of life experience. The scores obtained were
analyzed using the ANOVA 2x3x2 Completely Randemirzed Factorial
Fixerd Model {(reading ability x advance organizer ¥ question
position).

The findings were as follows:

1. There was no interaction effect between reading
abllities, advance organizers, and question positibns.

2. The interaction effects between reading abilities
and advance organizers were the following: The students with
high reading abilities and treated with sentence ocutlire
signiticantly had higher achievement on learning of life
experience than those treated with paragraph abstract and
norn-advance organizer, In other words, scntence outline
worked best in o high rcoding ability group of students.

The students in a low reading ability group and treated with
- paragraph abstract significantly hed higher achievement in

learning of life experience than those treated with
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senternce outline and non—-advance organizer. In other words,
paragraph abstract worked best in a low reading ability group
of shudents.

3. The interaction effects between reading abilities
and queslion positions were the following: the interspersed
quoestions worked best in 2 high reading ability group of
students. However, reither interspersed questions nor post
ones worked well in a low reading ability group of students.

4. There was no interaction effect between advance
organizers and question positions.

5. The students with high reading abilities
signilTicantly had higher achievement on learning of life
experience thon thosce with low reading abilities.

6. There was no significant difference in learning
achieverent of life experience between those treated with
different advance organizers (ie, sentence outline, paragraph
abstract and non-advance organirer).

7. The students Lreated with the inlersperszed questions
significanlly had higher achievement on learning of life

experience than thosce treatod with post questions.
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
