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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to investigate the effects
of different introductory forms on memorization.of prose of students
of different sexes and the interactions between two variables :
students' sexes and introductory forms. The introductory forms
varied into three levels : the presentation of the summary, the
presentation of the pigture, and the presentation of the picture
together with the summary. The subjects were 192 Prathomsuksa Three
students in the academic year 1989 irom primary schools in Pattani.
The students were equally divided into two groups of girls and boys,
and each group was randomly assiygned to three subgroups of 32 subkiects.
The instruments were two different prose passages; each of which was
equipped with summary, with picture, and with picture and summary
and two memorization tests. A multiple-choice test was developed
by the researcher to measure the subjects' memorization of the
passages. Each subiject was presented with only one treatment.

The subjects read the two passages and answered the memourization

test.  The subjects' scores came from their correct answers - onc

point for one correct answer. The ANOVA 2x3 completely randomized
factorial design (sexes x different introductory forms) was applied

to analyze the data.

The research results were as Iollows @

1. There was no significant difference in memorization
scores of different introductory forms.

2. The girls scored higher than the boys.

3. There were interactions between students' sexes. and

different introductory forms.
