Abhbstract

The purpose of this research was .to investigate the
interaction effects of peer tutors’ gerder and informative
feaedback methods through acsignment checking and effects of
peer tutors’ gender and informative feedback methods on the
English reading comprebension of Prathomsuksa VI students.

This study was also intended to companz English reading
comprehension between students in tle experimental groups

and thoge iﬁ the control group.  The peer tulors’ genders

were of female and male. The informative feedback methods
through assignment checking comprived two categories: peer
tutors' informative fesxdback through assignment checking

by means of making correction and marking the correct answer
with written comments, and self-acoisted nethod with making
correction and marking the correct onswer with written
comments.,  The subjects were 120 Prathomsuksa VI students in
the second semestor of the academic year 169893 from 2 municipal
primary schools in Changwat Pattani. The students: wers
randomly assigned into four experinental groups and one control
group, 24 students in each group.  Twenty-tour peer tulors
were of 12 males and 12 females. The instrnuaents for the
research consisted of one Englisch achievement test, zix English
readiry passages, six English drills, word cards:, picture cards,
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and one English reading conprehsncion test, Frior to the
experiment, the investigator guave the peer tutors preparatory
training sessions for six concecutive days, two 1-hour nessions
each day, ore in the morming andd tle other in the atternoon.
All peer tutess were under the treatnents for iy conseculive
déys, ore hour each day. The students in the experinental
grﬁups were placed under four phases of the treatment: (1) the
students studied English passages, acconpunied by tape-recordsd
instructions, (2) the peer tutors helped review the lessons,
(3) the students did the drills, and (4) the peer tutors made
assignment. checking in given groups, while the students in
other groups made self-assisted checking by using the answer
kevs. After the completion of reading all six reading
passages, all subjects took an English reading conprehension
test the following day. The scores obtained from correct

items were analyzed using the ANOVA 2 x 2 completely
randomized factorial mixed model (peer tutors’ gender ¥
informative fesdback methods through assignment checking);

and t-test was also uzed for the experimental control group
comparizson.

The tindings were az follows:

L. There were no interaction effects hetween peer tutors’
gender and informative fesdback methods through aszignment
checking.

2. The students studying English reading passages with

the female peer tutors’ help and those with male peer tutors’

heip did not show a difference in English reading comprehcnscion.

3. The students with peer tutors’ informat,ive feedback
through asr—iignment checking by meanc of wnlding corpection and
marking the correct answer with written comments and those with
self-assisted method of making correction and marking the
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correct answer with written comments did not show a difference
in English reading comprehension.

4. The students studying English reading passages in
the experimental groups had significantly higher gains of
English reading comprehensicn than those in the control group
at .05 level.
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
