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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to investigate the effects
of wvarious types of organiéers on English reading comprehension. of
students with different levels of reading ability and interaction
effects between levels of English reading akility and types of
organizers. Students with different levels of English reading ability
were of two levels : students with high and with low English reading .
ability. The types of organizers were of four types : passage
summary advance organizer, color picture concurrent organizer, post
question organizer and read-only story. The subjects were 240
Mathayom Suksa Three students of academic year 1990 from
Deichapattanayanukul and Benjamarachutit schools in Pattani Province.
The subjects were randomly assigned into 8 treatment groups with 30
students in each group, The instruments were two English stqries and
 two sets of English reading comprehension tests consisting of 35
multiple-choice items. Students in each group recieved only one
treatment and took the English reading comprehension tests after the
treatment. The scores obtained were analyzed using ANCVA 2x4
completely randomized factorial fixed model (levels of English reading

ability x types of organizers).

The results of the research were as follows:

1. There was a statistically significant difference among all
four types of organizers on the Engiish reading comprehension test
(p<.001).The students using color picture concurrent organizer
scored higher than those using passage summary advance organizer,
those using read-only story and those using post question organizer
(P < .01). The students using passage summary advance organizer
scored higher than those using read-only story and those using post
question organizer at the .01 and .05 level of significance -
respectively, but did not score differently from those using read-only
story or those using post question crganizer.

2. The students with high English reading ability scored
higher on the English reading compreheansion ‘test than those with
low English reading ability at the .001 level of significance.

3. There was no interaction effect between types of
organizers and the levels of English reading ability.

The findings were discussed relative to their implications
for the selection of appropriate types of organizers on English
reading comprehension. The results suggested that students can read
color picture concurrent organizer as well as passage summary

advance organizer,
