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ABSTRACT

This objectives of this research were 1) to study the relationship between emotional
intelligence of goodness, intelligence, happiness and moral reasoning of Mathayomsuksa three
students in changwat Songkhla; 2) to construct the prediction equation of moral reasoning using
emotional intelligence as predictors. The samples were 417 Mathayomsuksa three students
during the academic year 2005 at the secondary schools under the jurisdiction of Songkhla
Provincial Educational Office, Area 2. They were selected by a stratified random sampling.

The instruments were rating scale of emotional intelligence test and moral reasoning test.

The research findings were as follows : 1. It was found that the three emotional intelligence
aspects, goodness, intelligence, happiness and moral reasoning had a positive correlation with
moral reasoning at the.001 level of significance. The multiple correlation coefficient value wa:s
.209 and the predictive power was .042 , 2. A good predictor of emotional intelligence for moral
reasoning at the .001 level of significance were that of goodness. The suggestion from this
research is that all the teachers, school administrators, student guardians and those concerning
students or youth should pay more attention to the development of emotional intelligence so that

the students may perform higher moral reasoning in their general conduct.
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
