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Abstract

This research was intended to construct and develop emotional intelligence test of lower
secondary school students and construct norms of emotional intelligence test.

The emotional intelligence test was 5 level rating scales developed by collecting 6
factors of emotional intelligence according to many educators. The factors were self-realization,
self-emotional control, self-innovation, consideration of others, interpersonal relationship and
self-adjustment. Each aspect included 15 items, totally 90 items which were examined the basic
quality by 5 professionals and tested with 3,349 lower secondary school students in the first
semester of 2002 at schools under the Office of Nakornsrithammarat Province Primary Education.

The findings were as follows:

1. The discrimination power of the items in each aspect, 80 items were chosen with
t-value ranging from 4.766 to 16.190 and each value was significant at 0.05 level.

2. Factor analysis indicated important factors of emotional intelligence were
self-realization, self-emotional control, self-innovation , consideration of others, sympathy and
interpersonal relationship. The number of items for emotional intelligence test was 55.

3. The internal consistency reliability of the test in each aspect ranged from 0.760 to
0.857 and 0.918 for the whole test.

4. Norms, the researcher constructed norms of all lower secondary school students
according to sex, class level and age into matter analysis in forms of percentile rank and

normalized T-score.
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
