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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to develop a vocational interest inventory for upper
secondary school students and an inventory manual which consisted of procedure in conducting
the exam, scoring, score interpreting when compared with norms.

The subjects of this research were 1,000 upper secondary school students who were
studying in the first semester of the academic year 200 at schools under the jurisdiction of
Suratthani Provincial Educational Office, Areas 1, 2, and 3 and the jurisdiction of Krabi
Provincial Educational Office, Area 1. They were selected through stratified random sampling.
The research instrument was the researcher’s own vocational interest inventory for upper
secondary school students based on Holland’s theory. It dealt with 6 different vocations. Its 222
questions were divided into 3 parts.

Followings were results of the quality examination:

1. The construct validity was given an average score between 0.714 — 1.000 by the
experts.

2. The reliability of Part II of the inventory concerning vocational names was between
0.673 — 0.760 and its standard error of measurement was between 1.234 — 1.368.

3. The reliability of Part III of the inventory concerning all the vocational information
was 0.895 — 0.923 and its standard error of measurement was between 3.837 —4.723.

This research resulted in having a quality vocational interest inventory for educational
and vocational counseling. School counselors should use this inventory in guiding upper
secondary school students so that they will recognize their interests and be able to make an
efficient decision in planning their education and vocations, including planning their self-

development which will lead to vocations appropriate for their interests and aptitudes.
