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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study 3 aspects regarding further study of Mathayomsuksa 6
students at Islamic Private Schools in Changwat Pattani: 1) their expectation for further study, 2)
factors affecting such expectation, and 3) problems and obstacles to further study. In-depth
interviews were used in collecting data for this qualitative research. The sample consisted of 35
students, 6 parents, 2 school administrators, 2 home-room teachers, 2 counseling teachers, 2
community leaders, and 1 religious leader.

The findings were as follows:

1. Regarding the students’ expectation for study, they expected to continue their
study for general education and religious education according to their aptitudes. Their purposes
were to have a secure job and to work in the area of their choice of education. Parents allowed
them to choose their own careers. As for the students who expected not to further their study,
they would work first to assist their families, then, when possible, continue their education.

2. Regarding the factors affecting the students’ expectation for further study, there
were 5 major factors. The first concerned the students themselves; that was being exposed to
various forms of information and motivated by their families. The second concerned their
families; that was living with their parents who supported their education and had a close
relationship with them. The third concerned economic conditions based on parents’ occupations
and income. The fourth concerned social and cultural environment which included the
community members’ values, friends’ participation, the roles of media, and parents’ influence.
The fifth concerned the schools themselves which included interest in activities; goals, methods,
and services of counseling; home-room teachers’ advice and close or distant relationship with

students; the schools’ educational policies, emphases on further study for both general and
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religious education, scholarship, follow-ups of students, and statistic records of students who
furthered their study.
3.The problems and obstacles to students’ further study were lack of financial
assistance and self-confidence about existing knowledge and skills for tertiary education as well
as unemployment after graduation.
4. Suggestions as results of the research
4.1 Since most students expected to have tertiary education but lack financial
support, the schools should search for scholarship resources to assist them. 4.2 The students were
attentive to their study but they could not understand their lessons thoroughly because there were
not instructional media in classrooms, the schools should equip them with instructional media so
that students would have a better development.
5. Suggestions for further researches:
Since this was a qualitative research and the researcher could not draw an inclusive
conclusion to be used as reference for all students in Islamic Private Schools, there should be

a study for that purpose by using a mixed method.
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
