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ABSTRACT 
 

 This research was intended to analyze factors on teaching efficiency of mathematics 
teachers in secondary schools. The samples were 680 students in secondary schools under the 
Office of Pattani Educational Service Areas, during the second semester of 2006. They were then 
divided into 2 groups. In Group1, 100 students were selected as a try-out group to determine the 
clarity of the language in the questionnaire. In Group2, 580 students were selected through 
Stratified Random Sampling for extracting factors and determining reliability coefficients. Six 
factors on teaching efficiency of mathematics teachers in secondary schools were found. They 
were teachersb characteristics, instructional knowledge and ability, ability in using instructional 
media, emphasis on student-centered activities, giving advice and help for students and 
measurement and evaluation. The range for the reliability of factors was .724 to .904. School 
teachers, administrators and all working units involved in secondary education should use these 
factors as a basis for a better improvement of instruction.
