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Abstract

The present study was to investigate the facts of
{1) the existing conditions and problems of the information
systen (2) the nature of, and (3) the reguirement for the
data and information used for the educational ﬁlanning
by the School Administrators under the Office of Provincial
Primary Education (OPPE), Changwat Phatthalung.

The sampling subjects taken for the present study
consisted of 261 school administrators, attached to the
OPPE, who served in the academic year 1990. The research
tool employed for the data collection was a set of
gquestionnaires divided into the three parts, that is,

Part I, consisting of general information, Part II, the
information system management and Part 111, the information
for the educational planning required by the school

administrators. The collected data were analysed by means of
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the SPSS/pc program with two stages, the first of which was
intended to sort out the percgntage of the information used
for the educational planninsg by the scheool administrators,
and the second intended to find out the relationship between
the independent variables, namely, ages, education
qualification, experiences of Lhe administrators, school
size and location on the one hand and the dependent

variables, namely, qualitative levels of the information

system, the application, and the requirement of the data

and information by the administrators, on the other hand.
To confirm the aforesaid relationship, the statistics in
favour of those of Lambda, Somer’s D, and Candall’s

Tau B were employed as to explain such relationships.

The research results were as follous:

1. All the schools of swall, midium and large
size and those located both beyond and within the area of
the Muang District Primary Education Juristiction were
found at the low gualitative levél with regafd to the
application of the information system for the educational
planning.

2. The factors in favour of the school lgcation,
the administrators’ educational qualification and the

adequate information were determinant of the relationship

between the school size and the gualitative level of the

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application of the data and information for educational
planning.

3. The administrator’s experiences were determinant
of the relationship between the school locatién and the
gqualification level of the applicational planning.

4. The school size, the knowledge about information
system, the administrators® requirement for the data and
information for educational planning and school location
were determinant of the relationship between the
administrator’s ages, education, gqualification and experiences
on the one hand and the administrators’® requirement for the.
data and information for the educational planning.

On account éf the above-mentioned research results,
those who are interested in this kind of study shoﬁld be
encouraged to make a further study in the following aspects.

1. The information management system for the
educational planning in differenﬂ respects such as acsademic
and students affairs etc. in order to establish the school’s
dat.abase.

2. The information management system as above
mentioned can be a model for the primary schoels under the
Office of Preovincial Primary Education in the provinces other

than Phattalung Province.
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
